To propose a change to the Slavic Ph.D. program in the Graduate Record 

To remove SLAV 7430 Old Church Slavonic from the requirements for the Ph.D. in Slavic Languages and Literatures.  Since the course can no longer be taught regularly (following the retirement of a senior faculty member), we can no longer reasonably require the course as part of the degree requirements.  Given the direction of the field, it is not absolutely crucial that students acquire knowledge of Old Church Slavonic during their graduate career.  We plan to teach the course on an irregular basis and will encourage doctoral students to take it whenever it is offered.  The Ph.D. will still require 30 semester hours of coursework beyond the M.A.
