To propose changes to the Biology BA & BS major declaration process
Current BA Declaration Eligibility:
Students must have a 2.000 overall GPA and be in academic good standing to declare a Biology Major.
Proposed change in eligibility to declare the BA degree in Biology: In order to declare the BA degree in Biology, students are required to have first completed either BIOL 2010 or any three thousand level BIOL course at UVA. Students must have attained a 2.000 overall GPA and be in academic good standing prior to declaring the BA degree. Incoming transfer students are exempt from the UVA Biology course prerequisite provided they matriculate with prior credit for BIOL 2010 and 2020 and have an overall GPA of 2.000 at the end of their first semester. Incoming 3rd year transfer students can only initially declare the BA degree and must be enrolled in BIOL 3000 or BIOL 3010.
Current BS Declaration Eligibility:
Students must have a 2.000 overall GPA and be in academic good standing to declare a Biology Major.
Proposed change in eligibility to declare the BS degree in Biology: In order to declare the BS degree in Biology, students are required to have first completed the three core courses, BIOL 3000 (Cell Biology), BIOL 3010 (Genetics & Molecular Biology) and BIOL 3020 (Evolution & Ecology) and have attained an overall 2.700 GPA for these three courses. Students must have attained a 2.000 overall GPA and be in academic good standing prior to declaring the BS degree. Transfer students who meet this eligibility after completing the core courses at UVA can change their BA declaration to the BS degree.
