To propose changes to the Biology BA/BS major degree requirements 

Biology Curriculum Changes

1. New statistics requirement

2. Revision of lab requirements
3. Core structure of BS requirements: Increase the number of “core” required classes from three to six for our BS degree, for all students who declare a Biology BS major after August 2015. These cores will include our current three cores, Cell Biology (Biol 3000), Genetics & Molecular Biology (Biol 3010),

Evolution/Ecology (Biol 3020), and three additional cores, Biochemistry (Biol 3030), Developmental Biology (new Biol 3xxx), and Neurobiology (current Biol 3170 to be revised as new Biol 3xxx). 

4. Core structure of BA requirements: Revisions to our BA requirements will also allow students to obtain a broad education in Biology. However, because there are fewer course requirements for this degree, we are structuring our revisions to allow students some flexibility in their course selection to meet their breadth requirements. The faculty has approved a revision to our BA requirements that, in addition to the three core classes (Biol 3000, Biol 3010 and Biol 3020), students will be required to take one elective course across

each of three areas (effective date August 2015):

Area I: Cell/Molecular Biology

Area II: Integrative Biology

Area III: Evolution/Ecology

Prerequisites:
The average grade of C or higher for the first two years of Chinese language instruction (CHIN 1010-1020, CHIN 2010-2020, including CHIN 2060).

Requirements:  30 credits courses with the following distribution
· 18 credits must be in Chinese beyond the 2020 or 2060 level;  at the discretion of the student’s advisor, 6 of these credits may be in two non-survey courses on East Asian literature in translation.
· 6 credits consisting of two survey courses in Chinese literature (CHTR 3010, CHTR 3020). 

· 3 credits in one course introducing classical Chinese (CHIN 4830 or CHIN 4840).
· 3 credits consisting of a capstone course, a DEALLC seminar at the 5000 level in which the student writes a research paper using primary materials in Chinese. 

· a maximum of 15 study abroad credits and domestic transfer credits are allowed at the discretion of the student’s advisor.
· students in this major must maintain a satisfactory grade point in the courses that count toward the major; satisfactory is defined as an average of C (i.e., 2.0); students not maintaining this grade point are subject to discontinuation from the major.
· students who wish to double major are reminded that only two courses may count towards both majors.

Majoring in Japanese Language and Literature
Prerequisites:

Requirements:  30 credits with the following distribution
· 18 credits must be in Japanese beyond the 2020 or 2060 level; 3 out of these credits on translation; at the discretion of the student’s advisor, 6 of these credits may be in two non-survey courses on Japanese literature in translation;

· 6 credits consisting of two survey courses in Japanese literature: JPTR 3010, JPTR 3020.  At the discretion of the advisor, the following courses can be substituted:  CHTR 3010, CHTR 3020, KRTR 3020, or KRTR 3030. .
· 3 credits in one course introducing the classical form Japanese (JAPN 4710)

· 3 credits consisting of a capstone course, a DEALLC seminar at the 5000 level in which the student writes a research paper using primary materials in Japanese

· a maximum of 15 study abroad credits and domestic transfer credits are allowed at the discretion of the student’s advisor

· students in this major must maintain a satisfactory grade point in the courses that count toward the major; satisfactory is defined as an average of C (i.e., 2.0); students not maintaining this grade point are subject to discontinuation from the major.

· students who wish to double major are reminded that only two courses may count towards both majors

POLICY CHANGES

To put forward the proposal from Dean Baucom’s committee members to continue with the next steps to create a proposal so that entering fall 2016 College students may choose to satisfy Area Requirements by the alternate path of  completing a two year Interdisciplinary Cluster Sequence (ICS)

Statement of Clarification regarding 5000 level courses:

5000 level courses are graduate courses that departments and programs may open to advanced undergraduate students. However, departments and programs may not require enrollment in a 5000 level course as a condition for completion of major or minor requirements.

Furthermore, as 5000 level courses are graduate level courses and will henceforth be vetted by the new Graduate CEPC, 5000 level courses will no longer be approved with a “Requirement Designation: which indicates that a course satisfies the Foreign Language or Second Writing Competency Requirement, on the one hand, or the Historical Studies or Non-Western Area Requirement, on the other. 5000 level courses which currently have that designation will have that designation removed effective August 1, 2015.
